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 As in science fiction movies, in the depths of the Pacific, a giant creature has emerged. A group of Japanese scientists have created a series of photographs of a live giant squid (Architeuthis). This squid is 8 meters long and has been recorded at a depth of 900 meters below the surface of the Pacific Ocean. It is one of the largest invertebrates.
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 Not so long ago in China, a war was declared on birds. The Chinese were required to exterminate sparrows because, in the opinion of some of their politicians, they were the main culprits for the poor yield in the fields. 

After extermination, a rich harvest was expected, but to the general dismay, the outcome was opposite. Crop failed. Only then did the politicians remember warnings of some scientists regarding the sparrows not to be killed because the outcome will be disastrous. 

What, actually, happened? Since there were no sparrows, insects, the sparrows’ food, multiplied and destroyed almost all the yields. To restore the balance among species, Chinese had to import sparrows. 
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Forests are the lungs and the green heart of our planet. It is estimated that under forest cover there is 30% of the planet which diminishes daily.





Trees produce a natural "antifreeze" - a chemical that keeps them from freezing at temperatures lower than -40 degrees Fahrenheit.


There is 0.65 ha of forest per capita in the world! 


Green plantations are one of the reliable means of protection against noise, reducing noise levels by 5-10%.


Trees produce oxygen, bind Co2 from the atmosphere and reduce greenhouse effect. Experts have calculated that a tree with leaf area of 150 m2 produces oxygen over 100 years as much as a man needs for 20 years of their lifetime.
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Will the planet be soon thirsty?


Fresh water accounts for less than one percent of the total amount of water in the world.


There is increasingly less drinking water, so that the wealth of a country will be soon measured by available quantities of fresh water for drinking.


Only 1% of fresh water on earth is usable for the maintenance of ecosystems, or only 0.01% of the total amount of water on the planet. That's about 200,000 cubic km. On earth, there is about 1.4 billion cubic km of overall water. Out of that, fresh water accounts for only 35 million cubic kilometers or 2.5%. Of that amount, 68.9% is "trapped" in the ice and snow in mountainous areas in Antarctica and Arctic. About 30% of fresh water is located underground. River and lake waters account for approximately 0.3% of the global amount of fresh water.








Due to human activities on Earth, nearly 150 plant and animal species perish daily.
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Green plants feed through the various "cycles" of biosphere, the circulation of energy and matter. All circulates and nothing is lost. Human species alone produces what cannot be absorbed. All other factors in nature completely convert "waste" into resources.








Interesting Ecological Facts








Today, nearly a third of Earth's population lives in areas with a chronic shortage of drinking water. If this trend continues until 2025, the deficit of drinking water would affect two-thirds of the population on Earth. Russian scientists point out that the Antarctic could quench "the thirst of mankind."


Every year, thousands of cubic kilometers of pure ice floes float from Antarctica into the ocean. They have dimensions of tens of meters to hundreds of kilometers.��For example, their gigantic size reaches a length of about 160 km, width 70, and thickness of 250 meters. These giant ice floes survive between 8 and 12 years. Carried by ocean currents and the winds, they float from the southern polar areas far to the north. If a natural way of ice floe movement is used, a technical possibility could be created soon and thus a way to transport smaller ice floes to the coast of Africa.


Researchers estimate that about 70 percent of water is "canned" in the glaciers of Antarctica.


This reserve of clean water is supplemented each year with 2500 cubic kilometers of ice. Every year, Antarctica could "give" more than 2,000 cubic kilometers of fresh water in the form of ice floes being a reserve of ideal drinking water.
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As published by the National Climate Center, temperature in the oceans increases and climatologists for the temperature increase in oceans blames the combination of the natural phenomenon of El Nina and global warming caused by man. Climatologists believe that increase in the temperature of seas and oceans is a sign of global warming that is more ominous than increase in air temperature because the sea heats up slower and cools down harder. For example, in the waters of the Gulf of Mexico, where the warm sea causes the creation of more hurricanes, ocean temperature varies about 32 degrees.


Research Centers state that the temperature in the Mediterranean Sea is less than two degrees above the average. The same was observed with regard to the Pacific and Indian Oceans. The greatest increase in temperature was recorded around the Arctic.








According to scientific research, the only immortal being on earth is probably jellyfish - mollusk Turritopsis nutricula. The jellyfish has a diameter of only four to five millimeters. This unique animal can rejuvenate.


In most species of jellyfish it is the case that they usually die after reproduction. However, Turritopsis has the ability to go from the "adult" phase back to the kids' stage of polyps.


This cycle is repeated indefinitely, and makes it "immortal."


Turritopsis nutricula
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Turritopsis nutricula has been found in warm tropical seas, but scientists estimate that the species also exists in other regions.


Biologists and geneticists are hoping that they will decipher the secrets of the aging process with these organisms.

A reptile, three-meter long, which is believed to be the species extinct 62 million years ago, (lat. Guarinisuchus Munizi) has been noticed while wandering throughout the ocean, and news was disclosed by the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro in Brazil. A space-shuttle, when entering the atmosphere, moves at a speed of 207 body lengths per second; a combat airplane can develop a speed of 150, whereas this species exceeds even 385 of its body lengths per second


During its seductive flight, hummingbirds feel a power ten times bigger than the gravity is.











Carnivorous plant


Originating from North America, the flytrap is a perennial plant carnivore and can grow up to 30 cm.


Owing to the vivid colors of its leaves, it attracts and devours all insects that are trapped - flies, ants, wasps.


Namely, when an insect attracted to the colors falls on the leaf whose halves remind of the jaw and touches prickles, they overlap, then, prongs enter each other and thus they capture the insect. The insect is dissolved with the rich acidic pepsin secretion excreted by the glands on the surface of the leaf. The halves reopen only when the prey is digested.











The oldest tree on Earth is the "Eternal God", which scientists believe to be 12.000 years old.


The giant sequoia can grow in height up to 100 m; the diameter of the trunk is even more than 10 m long, while the bark can be 75 cm thick. The Sequoia can live several thousand years and to reach its maximum size it needs at least 500 years ...
